CAVOS is now carrying out Criminal Records Bureau
checks for many organisations and groups across the
Borough with great success.

If your group or organisation works with children, young
people or vulnerable adults, then those staff and volun-
teers who carry out the work may need to have checks
carried out.

There is a CRB charge for staff but not volunteers, and
CAVOS charges an admin fee for carrying out the checks
(between £8 and £12).

Are Your Trustees CRB Checked?

If you are a registered charity and any of your staff or
volunteers work with children, young people or vulnerable
adults, then the Charity Commission requires your
Trustees to have checks done also as they are ‘vicariously
responsible’ for the staff and volunteers.
